We are pleased to announce the Lacey Memorial Lecture will this year be given by Professor David Grey, currently Visiting Professor of Water Policy at the University of Oxford and also an Honorary Visiting Professor at the University of Exeter.

ICID’s AGM for members will precede the lecture and will start at 5pm.
Building on the wealth of knowledge about water processes he has amassed from a high-level career in the water resources sector, Professor Grey will focus on the range of global water resource challenges that increasingly constrain development around the world. These problems are well-known and vary from changing water patterns due to climate change through to more immediate issues such as the need for markedly increased deployment of water to meet man’s agricultural, industrial and domestic needs, at the same time as trying to conserve ecological balances

The underlying theme that Professor Grey will develop during the lecture will be the dichotomy between utilising water resources to support modern expansion and development, and conserving water resources in order to manage environmental and humanitarian consequences.

He will use a number of examples to develop illustrate the complex range of increasingly compelling challenges that society faces; and will use the technical knowledge and understanding that he has developed during his years of leadership service to the water sector, predominantly at the World Bank, to elaborate the choices and solutions that need to be acted upon effectively.

This will be a broad, wide-ranging evaluation that will relate to recent publications (such as the Foresight report, The McKinsey Report and the latest predictions form the IPCC); and will provide insightful analysis of how international organisations should be guiding political decision-making.

Professor David Grey

After 27 years service at the World Bank in Washington, Professor Grey left his post of Senior Water Advisor at the end 2009.  Part of his work was oversight responsibility for the Bank’s global water resources agenda, and he chaired its Water Resources Management Group.  In the last 3 years of his appointment he was based at the Bank’s New Delhi office, with oversight responsibility for water resources operations in the South Asia and Africa regions.  

He has over 35 years of experience working (and living) in many countries in Africa, the Americas, Asia, Europe and the Middle East on water issues – including: water policy and institutions, water supply and sanitation, irrigation, hydropower, cooperation on transboundary waters, hydrology, and climate variability and change. 

Professor Grey’s current interests include: 
· the roles that water security plays in poverty reduction, economic growth and political stability and water insecurity plays in poverty and dispute; 
· the role that benefit sharing can play in resolving inter-jurisdictional disputes over water at all levels; 
· the risks that climate and other change mean for water security. 
He has a long-standing interest in transboundary waters and has spent many years supporting cooperation agendas in several major river basins in Africa, Asia and the Middle East.  

At Oxford University he is focusing on the development of an inter-disciplinary water security research and teaching agenda; he also teaches at Harvard University and Exeter University. Professor Grey continues to work as a practitioner, providing for instance advisory support to cooperation-building agendas in the Euphrates-Tigris, Ganges, Mekong and Nile river basins, all of which are currently characterized by dispute-resolution needs.
